IN THE LIBRARY:  Searching for relevant Books

· When searching for books in the Catalog by  “Subject,” it is vital to use the standard terms for a subject.  Look in your texts, dictionaries, glossaries, and the Library of Congress Subject Headings  (the big red books on the Reference Desk counter) for the right words.

· If you do not know the precise terms for a subject, it is generally better to search the Catalog via “Search Everything,”  which searches the entire record for every item in the Library Catalog’s database.

· Example LC Call Numbers (how the books are organized on shelves)for the following subjects.  Note, they are not inclusive of all books on the subjects in the Library, as Call Numbers can change, and the focus of books vary,

online:  Searching Licensed Databases for Relevant Articles 

· BASIC SEARCH TIPS

· Use words appropriate to the subject, including biological, ecological, chemical, physics, and meteorological terms; professional jargon; and names of experts, organizations, government agencies, and other involved institutions. 

· Print out and use the “Help” pages for any database you use.  These will vastly improve your database searching.

· Search with two or more words using “and” to make your searches more precise. 
Example:    cats and diseases

· Most databases will allow you to search for  a phrase (such as a title or name or quote) by enclosing it  in double quotes “ “.   
Example:  “nuclear waste”

· Be aware that some databases are divided into two ranges of dates.  Often the older database is the larger.

Good for a wide range of environmental subjects.
· Proquest - Newspapers
Addresses a wide range of environment issues, including  current issues.

Wide range of statistical information about California.

Eg:

· Put  an asterisk * after the root of a word to find variations of the word (only AltaVista)
Eg:
+”nuclear waste*”

· Use Internet Indexes - if you are unsure of the terms or names.  You proceed from general to specific topics.
